Test me in this,’ says the LORD Almighty, ‘and
see if | will not throw open the floodgates of heaven and
pour out so much blessing that there will not be room
enough to store it?” (Malachi 3:10). God was hearing
me and making my requests come true, but on the other
hand | was closed and turned away from everything the
Lord asked me to do.

One day in the prayer in a secret room, the Lord told me
that | had to become a minister for homeless people.

It was not at all what | was dreamed about — | had
planned to engage in politics or to combine service to
God and business by financially covering needs of the
church. | refused to accept the Word trying to find any
excuse to be not involved in this case and | wanted
God to give me an easier calling. Finally | hadn't any
experience relying on which | could help these people.
But the Lord took away all my fears and doubts and put
an understanding in my heart that if | will accept His
Word and follow Him, He would teach me everything

I've started to visit parks and go down into basements to tell
people about God and His love for all of them. My friends
which met me on the streets have noticed the dramatic
changes in me and were calling my spouse with offers of
psychological help, but my persistence and conviction of my
wife that we were on the right way have alienated almost
everyone we knew. But there were also difficulties on the
part of the ministry for homeless people — they simply won't
accept me and ignored everything | said no matter which
arguments | gave to them.

As I'm looking back over past years, absolutely | have no
regrets at all, as our painful experience served to save
thousands of lost souls, what our Lord desired so strongly.

| remember how it
started. It was my
birthday, which I will
remember for the rest of my life. We were gonna celebrate
at McDonald’s. On the way, dad Fiodor saw homeless
people and decided to feed them. It was the beginning of
the ministry to help people!

Then dad started bringing homeless people home to

the apartment, so they could bathe and take a shower.

He gave the best shampoos, soaps, treated them with
love and care. He also always gave them food, so they
could eat delicious and great. He gave all the good things
to live. A year later, we started serving and opening a
rehabilitation center to recover identity, as every day

there were more people who needed help and Christ. |
remember how we helped our parents and went to feed
homeless people where ordinary Christians did not want to
go. These were basements, collection points for recyclable
materials and containers.

Our ministry grows every year. The Lord has expanded his
boundaries and limits. Together with the city authorities,
we started working on winter heating points for homeless
people. | remember this period of our ministry because
we did not have a large team of volunteer ministers, so
my parents and | also served on the front lines. | liked the
night shifts. Despite the fact that we were very tired at
that time, we still wanted to come the next day and serve
the people further. | didn’t pay attention to the external
factors, | knew my purpose, and most importantly, | did
this. | remember one night. There was winter, there were
big snow drifts, and we were taking homeless people who
needed medical attention from the streets. Many of them
froze their limbs, they needed food and shelter.

| remember that we had very difficult times; we often did
not have enough food for ourselves. But, despite all the
difficulties, we never grumbled, and always fully trusted
the Savior.

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We do not want to turn a blind eye to this problem and are making every effort to change this deplorable situation.
For this reason, the "Help us survive" project was created, aimed at providing humanitarian assistance to socially
vulnerable sections of the population.

The Christian Mission "New Life" has been helping vulnerable segments of the population for 12 years. In total,
during this time, the volunteers of the Mission gave out 1,800 tons of humanitarian cargo in the form of food,
clothing, basic necessities, and, as it turned out, this was a preparation for the expansion of our ministry. With the
beginning of the war on February 24, the Christian Mission "New Life" began to help peaceful citizens of the country
who suffered from the war. At first, our work was supported by the charity foundation from Germany "Hoffnung und
Hilfe" - in the first months of the war, volunteers bravely delivered humanitarian cargo in the form of food, clothing
and basic necessities, despite all the difficulties that accompanied them on the way. In May, the American charitable
organization "Samaritan's Purse" joined the project, which to this day consistently sends 7 trucks with food every
week to various departments of the Christian Mission "New Life" throughout Ukraine. In just half a year, 212 vans
with humanitarian cargo with a total weight of 3,900 tons were delivered. A total of 550,900 food kits were created
and distributed at the Mission's humanitarian aid collection and distribution points in Odesa and the village of Velikiy
Dalnyk and in various regions of the country: Odesa, Mykolaiv, Zaporizhzhia, Donetsk, Dnipropetrovsk, Kharkiv,
Kyiv, Cherkasy, Zhytomyr, Vinnytsia, Kirovohrad. Hundreds of volunteers of the Mission work for the good and
sometimes, under fire, deliver aid to the temporarily occupied places of Ukraine.

Of course, the first thing that happened was a big panic.
People began to leave Ukraine en masse. And we, as an
organization of the New Life mission, immediately
organized a project on the evacuation of Odesa -
Chisinau. And | want to tell you, thank God, we did it well.
Of course, we could not help everyone and we would not
be able to help everyone, but | am glad that we were able
to help many. Despite the fact that a curfew was
introduced in Ukraine, | want to tell you that already in the
morning our volunteers were already ready and were
taking people outen masse.

Of course, we could not help everyone. We immediately
determined for ourselves who we could first of all provide
assistance to: families with many children, mothers with
children, disabled people, elderly people of non-drafting
age with a minimum amount of hand luggage. Many
people applied, but we understood that we were limited.

The next thing we encountered was when we evacuated
people from Odessa to Moldova, some went on to
Europe in different places, and some stayed and did not
know where to go next. And thank God we reacted
quickly. We found boarding houses, camps, centers that
accepted people, resettled them, and they could, for
several days, weeks, decide for themselves where they
should go next, and then we helped them continue to go
to the destination they had planned. Therefore, in this
regard, | thank God that He helped us in this, that we
were able to resettle people.

And, of course, thank you very much for those who
supported financially. You understand that to transport
people several times a day, for several cars, it all cost
money, fuel, food and a lot of everything that was
necessary. It all cost money. Therefore, friends, thank
you very much once again that we were able to
cooperate in this project together and provide first aid
in the evacuation.

With the beginning of a full-scale war on February 24,
Mykolaiv became a front-line city. Rocket and artillery
shots are heard every day in the city and region,
residential buildings and infrastructure objects suffer. In
any war, the civilian population suffers the most. On April
12, the Russian military damaged the water pipeline that
supplied water from the Kherson region and 480,000
civilians were literally left without a drop of water. Every
day for an average citizen began with one question:
where to get water? Standing in line at the pump waiting
for a ride? Wait for the arrival of the tanker truck, near
which you will also have to stand in line? Or go to the
source - although you will have to stand in a huge queue
there.

On the streets of the city, you could see almost every
passer-by carrying either a bottle, or a canister, or some
other container - empty or full, which suddenly became
SO scarce water.

One night, a brother from the church in Mykolaiv
wrote to us with a description of the situation in the
city and a request for help. There was only one option
- to dig a well 100 meters deep, from which water
would be continuously supplied, and allocated
finances for this task. After the work of drilling one
well was successfully completed and the unfortunate
people got access to water, our partners, the
American charitable foundation "Samaritan's Purse"
joined the project, they covered the cost of drilling the
well and with their assistance 13 more wells were
drilled. Another well was also drilled with the financial
support of the American charity Giving Hearts Int. A
total of 15 wells have been drilled, each of which
supplies water to 50,000 civilians.

Major roof repairs are required throughout the building.
In a matter of days, thanks to our partners and all the
people who care about the trouble, we collected the
necessary amount for the purchase of the necessary
materials and the roof was completely repaired. The
premises in which the church is now located were once
used as a warehouse. Thanks to our brothers, who
worked tirelessly, it was transformed beyond
recognition - all partitions were demolished, cosmetic
repairs were made, a "warm floor" system was
installed, and suspended ceilings were installed.

Last year, our church went through a difficult test - the
whole building was not heated and there were not
enough funds to buy a boiler and run it. For several
months, the grandparents lived and slept in jackets,
there was no place to keep warm. We were able to
carry out the heating thanks to the financial support of
our partners and people who responded to our request
for help, and now the building is very cozy and
pleasant to stay in.

Every year, the number of single mothers who are forced
to live with their children on the street for various reasons
is increasing in Ukraine, and now, in wartime, this problem
is becoming even more urgent.

According to UN statistics for July 4, a total of 1,862 men
and 1,264 women of the civilian population and almost
9,000 military personnel died in the war. It is hard to even
imagine how many children were left orphans. War,
unfortunately, spares no one. In order to solve the issue of
orphanhood and provide assistance to women with
children in need, the Mission in January 2021 with the
support of the international charity organization Giving
Hearts Int. started the construction of the "Home for
Mother and Child and Orphans" in the Odesa region, and
the building is planned to be put into operation by the end
of 2022. At the moment, the construction is at the stage of
internal works. The house will be able to provide
temporary shelter to 80 war-affected orphans and 25-30
mothers with children.

At the points of collection and distribution of humanitarian
aid, the needy have the opportunity to cover the deficit in
clothing, footwear, furniture and other household items.
These points work thanks to the active participation of
other people who care about the problem — the residents
themselves donate their belongings and anything that
can be reused every day.

At any time, a person in need can come to the shelter
and get the necessary assistance. And the volunteers of
the New Life Christian Mission will always listen to him/
her and help find clothes and shoes that fit.

Cuba is a country where it is good to be a tourist, but not

a local. The island’s economy has been in dire straits
for decades, and although reforms in recent years are

gradually remedying the situation, the country stands at
the beginning of its path to prosperity and well-being. The
purchasing power of the population, excluding a minimal
number of entrepreneurs, is practically zero. There are
difficulties with clothing in Cuba, too. Almost nothing can

Life in India goes beyond the idea of what conditions
people can be in. Because of the caste system, a
particular class of people is condemned to live in poverty.
A member of the Dalit caste does not have the right

to do a well-paid job, or to live in normal conditions. In
this country, 2 million people die each year due to poor
water quality — due to numerous industrial discharges,
pathogens of dangerous diseases such as cholera,
dysentery, typhoid and hepatitis have been found there.

The project began in the summer of 2019. Our mission
gives aid to those in need in the form of clean drinking
water, warm blankets, warm clothing to keep them ready
for winter and the New Testaments to fill their hearts with
God’'s Word and make life meaningful.

Right now there is a container of
relief supplies waiting to be shipped to the seaport. We
collected food for the poor (groats, flour, canned food),
manufactured goods (powders, shampoos, toothpaste),
clothing, as well as furniture and household items.

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The shelter provides all necessary conditions for a
normal life: first medical and psychological help, clean
clothes, three meals a day and hairdressing services.

A person who has fallen on hard times also needs the
moral support. In the mornings and evenings a minister
and wards get together for reading and discussing

the Holy Bible. In addition, each person has the
opportunity to get an individual counselling in spiritual
or psychological matters.

In May 2021 thanks to the financial support of all
those who care about our work, we have attained our
own building which can accommodate as many as
50 people. At the moment the building is being under
renovation works and interior furnished and we are in
need of building materials.

Recovery centers

Many ex-prisoners, people with alcohol, drug or
gambling addictions are stuck in a vicious cycle of
circumstances and just cannot get out of it on their
own. To do so, they need help in overcoming old
habits and acquiring new ones.

Unfortunately, in our country, representatives of the
criminal-executive system created all conditions for
the punishment of an outlaw, but did not provide
conditions for his correction and returning to normal
social life. Often, for this reason, outlaws see nothing
else but going up the «career ladder» of the criminal
world. They make new acquaintances, learn new
skills about how to steal and cheat and come out
more angry and dodgy.

Our social adaptation centers help people who
were released from prison to avoid relapse. Strict
rules, daily routine, absence of free exit and
personal finances means screening out those
who need to sit somewhere, hide, wait for some
time. Chiefly, those who come to us really want to
change their lives.

For such people, we conduct a course of social
adaptation called «Journey to Freedom», which
lasts for six months. Psychologists and mentors
work with them and help to overcome alcohol, drug
or gambling addictions, teach them communication
and social skills, financial management, as well as
assisting them in obtaining or restoring professional
skills and helping them find a job.

There is also work with codependents — relatives of
addicts who do not realize it themselves and cannot
help an addict to change, but on the contrary, they
worsen their situation and in some cases are the
reason for the situation. We gradually increase

the degree of trust and freedom of the person, so
that he or she softly leaves the controlled state

and learns self-control, common sense and takes
responsibility for his or her actions.

But unfortunately, one
day his dreams and hopes came to an end.

Alexei Bersenev:

Endless fights and robberies once led me to a prison. Being
released, | had nowhere to go and it was nothing left to do but
only try to survive on the streets. Memories of my carefree
past and harsh realities of the present didn’t give me a peace
for a single day and being no longer able to suffer, I sincerely
cried out to God in a prayer. An answer wasn't long in

coming - a person close to me advised to ask for help from
volunteers who were feeding people which were in the same
situation as me in the city square.

The next day | came to a feeding place, prayed with the
volunteers and agreed to go to a shelter for rehabilitation.
Being thankful to the Lord for my salvation, | was faithful in
whatever | was entrusted to do and my motto at that time was
a passage from Luke 16:10: “He who is faithful in small things
is faithful in many things and he who is faithless in smalll
things is faithless in many things.”

Day by day, literally before my eyes, | saw positive changes
in my own life - the moment came when Pastor Fiodor
appointed me to become a manager of a shelter for the
elderly and disabled people. Understanding the responsibility
and seriousness of the situation, not only | didn't give up,

but tried to help the elderly to gain a hope in their lives and a
desire to develop lost physical skills and deepen their faith in
the Lord.

| also tried to be a person for the elderly and disabled they
could to rely on. More than forty people who were recently
in danger and completely alone now are receiving prompt
medical care and attention, a word of guidance or advice.

Every winter the “New Life” Christian Mission deploys
mobile warming stations to help people who found
themselves in the street due to different life situations.

Heating points serve for homeless as a salvation from cold
weather and premature death from hypothermia. A tent

is equipped with a stove, tables, benches and sleeping
places so that everyone who is in the street in sub-zero
temperatures can wait out and get warm.

Here people can get a hot meal and tea, medical care,
new clothes and shoes. On the evenings there are
sermons preached by a pastor. Many were touched by
what they have heard and their lives began to change and
most of them are coming to us - to a shelter or a social
adaptation centre of the Mission.

We have such centres in Odesa, Kyiv and Zaporizhia. All
tents operate 24 hours a day with the support of the State
Emergency Service of Ukraine and local police. Every day
between 50 and 300 people visit one heating point.

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Our hotline receives dozens of calls from concerned

with requests to help people who are in trouble or have
been living in the street for a long time. The operator
finds out all necessary information and sends it to
volunteers on duty to the place where an injured person
is situated at the moment.

Our patrol minibus has everything for first aid: food,
medical supplies and clean clothes.

Volunteers give an informational and educational talk
about the Mission’s work and encourage the victim to go
to the rehabilitation center.

The Mission works closely with state services such as
police, MES and ambulance services. Police patrol cars
informing homeless people regularly about our centers,
and hospitals are always ready to accept a homeless
person with injuries requiring emergency help.

The disappointing statistics of the continuous increase
of the number of homeless people encourages us to
expand our activities in all regions of Ukraine and we
hope that combined efforts of our volunteers will save as
many people in distress as possible and inspire them to
start a brand new and high-quality life.
